Greetings Bellbrook! The Spring weather has been flirting with
us, and | am sure you are as anxious as | am to get outside and
enjoy what our community has to offer!

As you look around the City, you may notice that we have
started some of the projects you asked for regarding
improvements to our infrastructure and making Downtown
Bellbrook more enjoyable and accessible. The City received a
grant of $440,000 toward the $1,000,000 project to install
two mid-block crosswalks Downtown. This is the next phase of
projects to meet the designs of the Streetscape Plan to improve walkability,
safety, and appeal to Downtown Bellbrook. The remaining funds to cover the
project will come from additional grants and the local street and highway fund,
so the City will not use general fund dollars or local property tax dollars for this
project.

In addition, we are taking on the next project to improve stormwater drainage in
problem areas. That project is on Walnut Street adjacent to Bellbrock Park. We
continue to identify problem areas and make the investment into repairs and
maintenance to improve drainage throughout the City.

The City launched our Financial Transparency Center, which
is available from the homepage of our website. On the ‘

Transparency Center you will be able to track where tax
dollars go, the current financial status of the City, and track

major projects phase by phase. This is a great tool to keep TRANCSEﬁgE%ENCY
informed of how the City is meeting your service demands
and shows our commitment to full transparency.

We remain committed to the priorities given to us by our residents. Reaching
and maintaining those goals depends solely on the availability of resources. As
we progress into Summer and continue with these improvements and new
opportunities for Bellbrook, it is equally important we maintain the high level of
public safety and city services that create the high quality of life we all enjoy.
We anticipate increases in the cost of materials, supplies, and labor for not just
the new projects but also for the day-to-day delivery of services to the
community.

We encourage you to stay engaged and
informed as we continue to seek ideas and input to maintain improvements in
the City.

or purchased from Mrs. Sue
Wright and Mr. Horace Wright.
Horace, a nephew of Orville and
Wilbur Wright, spent over 30
years cultivating iris on their
Spahr Road farm. He created a
wide collection of iris, 8
specializing in rebloomers, which
bloom in both spring and fall.

In 1996, the Bellbrook Garden Club created the Wright Iris
Garden. This garden, located behind the Bellbrook
Historical Museum, is comprised of irises gifted to the
Bellbrook Garden Club by Mrs. Sue Wright. The irises
were gifted in memory of her husband, Horace. One
variety of iris the Club has in the garden, the “The Wright
Flyer,” was named in honor of the Wright Brothers’
historic first flight.

We are missing a few of the iris credited to Horace and
would like to add these to our garden: Gay Tune (34" light

yellow with white falls), Mello Dream (36" deep yellow),
Purple Veil (36" white with purple edges), Shine Bright
